3. Drop off completed pumpkins — Return your carved pumpkins to us at Legasse Park on Oct 31°
between 1Ipm and 5pm so they can light up the pathway.

4. Attend the event - Come see the glowing trail that you helped bring life for the whole community to
enjoy. Stay, connect and enjoy the Halloween spirit.
